HOW TO CITE REFERENCES
· Centre the title at the top of the page: References.
· List sources alphabetically by the author’s last name. 
No author? List by the first word in the title, ignoring A, An, and The.
· The first line of each citation should begin at the left margin. All other lines should be indented 5 spaces.
· Double space between entries.
THE FOLLOWING EXAMPLES PROVIDE THE CORRECT LAYOUT, ORDER OF INFORMATION, AND PUNCTUATION.
BOOK – One Author
AUTHOR. TITLE. CITY: PUBLISHER, COPYRIGHT.
Smith, Sam. All About Sharks. New York: Raintree, 1999.
BOOK – Two or Three Authors
AUTHOR and AUTHOR. TITLE. CITY: PUBLISHER, COPYRIGHT.
Jones, Elizabeth and Ralph Smith. Writing in Code. San Francisco: Nelson Publishing, 2001.
ENCYCLOPEDIA ARTICLES – Signed by author
AUTHOR. “TITLE OF THE ARTICLE.” ENCYCLOPEDIA. YEAR.
Jones, Adam. “Castles.” The World Book Encyclopedia. 2001 ed.
ENCYCLOPEDIA ARTICLES – No author
“TITLE OF THE ARTICLE.” ENCYCLOPEDIA. YEAR.
 “Sponges.” The New Book of Knowledge. 1968 ed.
ENCYCLOPEDIA ARTICLES – CD-ROM
“TITLE OF THE ARTICLE.” ENCYCLOPEDIA. CD-ROM. YEAR.
